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Guangzhou Guardian International Auctions Co.,
Ltd. sponsored by such units as China Guardian
etc., was set up in Guangzhou. It was a strategic
move for Guardian's all-around exploitation of
domestic auction resources, focusing on the en-
try into the field of non-artistic works auction.
Apart from cultural relics and artistic works
auction, Guangzhou Guardian has also been des-
ignated by Guangdong Provincial People's Gov-
ernment for auctioning seized smuggled goods
and confiscated articles. It has also been quali-
fied by Land and Real Estate Management De-
partment for auctioning real estate properties.
By now, it has conducted 220 various kinds of
auctions with a cumulative business volume of
over 2.47 billion yuan.

paintings and jadewares.
    In July 2000, Guardian Online acquired
ClubCiti, a large scale auction website, and has
since then provided round-the-clock competi-
tive auction service by re-integrating the
auctionable resources of art, fashion and life.
The easy resource-providing channels, large
registered customer base, vibrant online auc-
tion markets, credit-secured payment form and
smooth logistics service have paved the way for
Guardian Online to become the top auction
website.

To this end, Gao Yuan has been devoted to the
study of this new field and has got some insights:
"It is never too late to collect works of art, for it
is a process of accumulation with the passage of
time. In this process, people will taste the plea-
sure of collection and get unexpected invest-
ment returns, and it is particularly true with the
collection of oil paintings. Most oil painting col-
lectors begin collection out of interest, which
motivates them to study oil painting eagerly
and with great concentration and absorb various
information related to oil painting. They take

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and collecting oil paintings in their spare time.
Their insight improves constantly as they ac-
quire more experience and knowledge, and their
oil painting collection also makes a mickle from
a little. The investment role of oil painting col-
lection has been brought into play unknowingly.
The stories about oil painting collection that
have taken place over the past years prove to us
that those collectors making collection for
collection's sake from the very beginning usu-
ally get higher investment returns, for the true
collectors are not disturbed by short-term in-
terests or low-price daubs".
    In summarizing the achievements in the past
decade, Chen Lianyong, Yan Dongmei and Zhang
Di of Ceramics and Works of Art Department
divided the auction of China Grardian porce-
lain and works of art into two periods of the
first five years and the second five years, and
the dividing line is the Spring Auction 1998.
The first five years was marked by foundation-
laying and flourishing. In this period, 9 special
auctions were held, with transaction volume
totaling over RMB 99 million. The second five
years was marked by active business expansion
and steady development, with 11 special auc-
tions held and a transaction volume totaling over
RMB 140 million. What they are most pleased
about is the deal of over RMB 9.4 million  for an
early Qing huanghuali wood wardrobes in a four-
piece set carved with cloud and dragon lines,
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which has set a world record in the auction of
classical Chinese furniture.
    The analysis of specific auction articles by
Tuo Xiaotang and Li Dongming of Rare Books
Department reflects a much larger context. Ac-
cording to him, book collection has always at-
tracted attention from the state and the com-
mon people. The book collector should not only
have academic and cultural accomplishments
but also need official or commercial fund, and
moreover, book collection is also affected by
the political environment, e.g., peace or war,
changing of current affairs, etc. Books become
scattered before the country gets into unrest,
whereas books become collected after the

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country gets united, and therefore, book
collection, though itself a minor activity, re-
flects a much wider social context of rise or
decline of a country. China Guardian has in the
past decade auctioned over 4,000 fine pieces of
ancient and rare edition books, which repre-
sent the academic level of ancient and rare edi-
tion books market in the corresponding period.
Block-printed editions of Song Dynasty and Yuan
Dynasty, transcribed and emended manuscripts,
correspondence of eminent personalities, books
of inscriptions and rubbings, etc., constitute a
really splendid collection. The auctions in the
past decade vary in the individual transaction
volume, but the total amount has reached sev-
eral hundred million, and many of them set a
record in transaction volume in the correspond-
ing period or even up to the present, so they are
really very precious. While people of this age are
lucky enough to have a chance to witness the
fine pieces of ancient books, we should shoulder

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the responsibility of protecting and collecting
rare edition books. The ten years' development
of China Guardian also indicates the blossom of
ancient and rare edition books collection, the
prosperity of the people and the powerfulness
of the country.
    According to Guo Xueguang, Li Weizhou and
Zhang Xueqing of Stamps and Coins Department,
the collection of postage articles and coins in
China was destroyed in the decade-long holo-
caust of the Cultural Revolution, and the re-
mains dispersed to overseas. An occasional wit-
ness of a big-dragon stamp of Qing Dynasty is
an extremely rare thing. Compared with the
overseas market, the stamp and coin collection
market in China, which has revived after the
Cultural Revolution, is in a primitive state. The
several peaks after the opening of the stamp
market were not entirely attributable to the in-
creasing demand of collection or philately, for
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the factors of strong speculation and immature
market behavior cannot be eliminated. Under
such circumstances, how to conduct auction is
a very difficult issue. China Guardian has set a
proper keynote for its specialized auction of
postage articles and coins, i.e., focusing on clas-
sical auction articles of profound historical back-
ground and rich cultural implications and com-
promising the domestic market hotspots of post-
age article and coin collection. The nearly 20
special auctions held in the past decade have
formed China Guardian characteristics. Auction
of postage articles and coins has transformed
from a low-level "wholesale market" to high-
level "collection market." The proportion of clas-
sical articles in China Guardian auctions has
increased from the beginning 20% to 80%, which
was praised by experts in this field.
